DESCRIPTION

USAGE:
Masonry Cleaner can be used on concrete, precast and cast-in-place, aggregate, brick, mortar, and masonry units.
PRECAUTIONS:  Eye protection, gloves and appropriate clothing should be worn to minimize skin exposure.  Use in well-ventilated area.  Use NIOSH approved respiratory protection device in areas of high vapor concentration.
Protect all non-targeted surfaces, vehicles, window glass, aluminum, paint films, plant life and other surfaces from overspray.  Remove overspray immediately with soap and water.  Unprotected areas and plant life should be pre-wet and continuously rinsed with water.

APPLICATION

Shake well before using.  Protect from freezing.

Method: Acid-resistant low-pressure sprayer with flood-jet nozzle or acid-resistant brush.  Application temperature range 40°-100°F.
Perform a test area on the required surface to determine product effectiveness.  
Depending on the type of masonry and the magnitude of the stains, product may be used at different dilution ratios.  Consult MicroBond for dilution ratios.

Dampen the surface with water before applying Coretrate HD Masonry Cleaner.
Apply product liberally with a soft densely fibered acid brush or low-pressure (25 psi or less) acid-resistant sprayer using a flood jet nozzle to avoid atomization.  Let the product work on the surface for 5 – 10 minutes.
For best removal results, rinse area with water using a pressure washer (1500 psi or higher).
Cycle cleaning and washing may be needed depending upon the level of contamination.
Clean Up:  Water flush shrubbery, sidewalks, blacktop, asphalt equipment and all adjacent surfaces immediately upon contact.  Do not leave behind any empty containers or equipment with leftover residue.  Label containers for appropriate disposal.
