DESCRIPTION
Coretrate Wood Restorer was designed to clean and restore exterior wood surfaces, decks and shake roofs.  Wood Restorer will safely clean and restore the natural beauty of wood and eliminate mill glaze, dirt weathering, discoloration and biological damage from cedar, redwood and other types of wood.

Wood Restorer may be used on cedar, redwood and other types of wood.  Wood Restorer will not bring back natural wood color to pressure-treated green lumber.

PRECAUTIONS:  Protect all adjacent surfaces, paint films, sidewalks, asphalt, plant life, vehicles, plastic, metal and non-targeted surfaces from overspray.  Water flush overspray from surrounding surfaces immediately to prevent adverse effects.

Eye protection, appropriate clothing and gloves should be won to minimize skin contact.  Avoid breathing of vapor or spray mist.  Read MSDS sheet before using. 
WARNINGS:  May affect or remove paints stains or clear coatings that are in sound condition.  Restorer will not bring back natural wood color to pressure-treated green lumber.  Perform a test area on surface to determine effectiveness.
Wood Restorer is slippery when applied top surfaces.  Use extreme caution when using on surfaces especially roofs.  Use OSHA approved safety belts and non-slip steel pegged roof shoes.
APPLICATION:
Shake well:  Protect from freezing.  Product may be diluted with hot water depending upon test pattern results and contamination.

Thoroughly sweep surface to be cleaned.  Apply with a brush, roller or pressure sprayer.  Scrub moderately with a fiber scrub brush.  Allow to stand on the surface for 5-15 minutes or as determined by test procedure.  Deeper stains may require additional scrubbing and re-treatment.

Use water to rinse away restorer, dirt and discoloration.  For best results use pressure washer set at 500 to 1000 psi or adjust pressure accordingly to prevent damage to wood fiber.  Pressure washing is more effective in removing dead wood fiber and thick moss from wood surfaces, especially cedar surfaces, than hand scrubbing and rinsing with a garden hose.
New Decking:  On smooth new decking lumber, remove mill glaze by using Coretrate Wood Restorer.  Rinse with a pressure washer or agitate deck with a stiff fiber scrub brush, then rinse thoroughly with a garden hose.
For further protection apply Coretrate 5000WB Water Repellent to wood.  Contact MicroBond for more information and application instructions.
